Mumbai: Banks will create a stan-
dard operating procedure (SOP) to
clear operational hurdles in the re-
vamped gold monetisation scheme
(GMS) launched in 2015-16 that will
be in place in the next two months,
thedepartmentof economicaffairs
has been assured at a top level mee-
ting of a dozen banks and refiners,
said a person present on the occa-
sion, in Delhi, on Friday.

Nodal officers will be appointed at
headquarters or regional levels re-
sponsible for liaising with bran-
ches regarding the scheme.
