New Delhi: An independent economic think tank has cri-
ticised the differing trend in labour participation rates of
‘women and men in 2018-19 inthe government'slatest Perio-
dic Labour Force Survey.

‘The Centre for Mcvnlmrmg Indian Economy (CMIE) said
thelabour participationrate of women inrural India was al-
sonot consistent with the official data on agriculture as well

ecor 19period.

“The opposite direction in which the LPR for menand wo-
men have moved between 2017-18 and 2018-19 begs an expla-
natlon. If thelabour participationhad to improve, why wo-
ulditimprove selectively infavour of women in bothurban
andruralregions,” itsaid.

According to PLFS report which CMIE cited, labour parti-
cipation of rural women improved from 21.7% in 2017-18 to
22.5% 1n 2018-19, while for women in urban India it went up
from19.6% t019.7%.

1073.7% from74.1% inurbanIndiaand t0 75.5% from75.6%
