AUDIT TO BEGIN WITH PSUs

Social Audit of CSR Spending may
Be Must Under Tightened Norms

ALL FOR TRANSPARENCY MCA official says Sebi has mandated ICAI to prepare social audit standard

New Delhi: The government plans
to make it mandatory for compani-
esto conduct social anditing of the-
ir corporate social responsibility
(CSR)spending as partof an initia-
tive to further tighten the CSR
norms in the country.

Officials in the Ministry of Corpo-
rate Affairs (MCA) said the social
audit will begin with public sector
undertakings (PSUs) and then ex-
tended to all the corporate entities.

Oneof theofficials said marketsre-
gulator Securities and Exchange Bo-
ard of India(Sebi) has already man-
dated Institute of Chartered Acco-
untants of India (ICAI) to work on
preparing a social andit standard.

While this will be used mainly for
NGOs and not-for profit organisa-
tions, this could also be used for the
broader impact assessiment under
CSR spending as well.

“Once the social auditing fram-
ework is ready, we will start it with
PSUs,” the official added.

The Companies Act, 2013, cur-

From this year, with the introduc-
tion of CSR-2 form, corporates must
file a report on CSR to the registrar
with detailed information on the
projects where they are spending.

“The new form CSR-2will include
a list of projects and the informa-
tion like where they are doing it,
what kind of money is being
spent,” asenior official said.

Earlier, in January 2021, MCA had
made many changes to rules to ma-
ke companies more accountable
for CSR spending and introduced a
provision for monetary penalty. In
case a company defaults on CSR,
penalty can start from 22 lakh and
gouptoTlcrore.

In case a company spends more
than the mandatory 2% of its av-
erage net profit for the past three
vears on CSR, it can adjust it aga-
inst future spending obligations.

Some companies have complained
about the increasing compliance
burden, but experts said social audit
will make the whole CSR spending
process more transparent.

“This, along with the various
amendments in the sphere of CSR,
have shifted CSR in India from a
comply or explain approach to-
wards acomply anddiscloseappro-
ach,” said Nemish Kapadia, part-
ner, assurance, at audit and tax
practice Sudit K Parekh & Co LLP

The new CSR norms mandates
companies to give information on
CSR committees formed by busi-
nesses, its members, and details of
welfare projects undertaken. Also,
if there is any amount that rema-
insunspent, it needs to be transfer-
redtodesignated accounts.

“The compliance primarily en-
compasses aggregation of all re-
portable CSR information which
broadly coverscriteriaof CSRapp-
licability, amount of spend requi-
red, amount spent and unspent,
amountof set off, if any, avenuesof
CSRspending, details of eapital as-
sets acquired or created, and rea-
sons for failure to spend, among
others,” Kapadiasaid.
